NO faceshots shall be posted on the web without express permission from the individual and parents.

Evaluation

You should then to go to youtube.com on your own time and complete the peer editing evaluation rubrics(created by you in class) for the 3-4 other lab group video projects and turn in your evaluation packet. Scores will then be tabulated and a grade will be calculated using a % of the peer editing average scores and a % of the instructors score.
